We do not practise Intinction (dipping the consecrated bread, or host, into
the  consecrated  wine  before  consumption  by  the  communicant)  in  this
church. If you are unable to partake of the Common Cup then it is legitimate
to  receive  the  host  alone,  since  the  body  and blood are  present  in  both
species.

Be aware of the step-up if you use the pews on the north and south walls –
we don't want anyone falling.

In case of an accident during the service if there is a trained medic in church
they  should  take  control  and  others  should  remain  in  their  seats.  A
churchwarden should call for an ambulance if needed and the accident book
should be filled in. The service will continue as normal if at all possible.

All
scripture  is  inspired  by  God  and  is  useful  for  teaching,  for  reproof,  for
correction, and for training in righteousness, so that everyone who belongs to
God may be proficient, equipped for every good work.

In the presence of God and of Christ Jesus, who is to judge the living and the
dead, and in view of  his  appearing and his kingdom, I  solemnly urge you:
proclaim  the  message;  be  persistent  whether  the  time  is  favourable  or
unfavourable; convince, rebuke, and encourage, with the utmost patience in
teaching.  For the time is  coming when people will  not put up with sound
doctrine,  but  having  itching  ears,  they  will  accumulate  for  themselves
teachers to suit their own desires, and will  turn away from listening to the
truth  and  wander  away  to  myths.  As  for  you,  always  be  sober,  endure
suffering, do the work of an evangelist, carry out your ministry fully.
